ARTICLE VI - STATEMENT OF FAITH 

1.ABOUT GOD

7. ABOUT ETERNAL SECURITY

cannot "lose" it.  Salvation is maintained by the grace and power of God, not by the self-effort of the Christian. It is the grace and keeping power of God 

that gives us this security.
